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The aim of the present paper is to explain the complicated matter
of English spellings and pronunciations in terms of spelling reform,
especially from the philological points of view of three dis-
tinguished scholars: Henry Sweet, James Murray, and David
Crystal. These scholars are representative intellects in 19th, 20th,
and 21st century language studies respectively, and by examining
their work we can see the issue of spelling reform in historical
perspective. Sweet’s viewpoint is related to the transcription of
sounds of words in phonetics, while Murray’s is connected with the
representation of sounds of words in monolingual general dic-
tionaries, which are often regarded to be highly influential as the
norm among the populace. Finally, Crystal’s sociolinguistic sug-
gestion 1s based on an extremely realistic viewpoint in the 21st
century, where English has attained the status of a global lan-
guage or an international language. This standing means that in
today’s world, reformation of English spellings is an issue to be
dealt with not only by the British and Americans, but by the
worldwide multitude of English users who share the right to seek
the improvement of cumbersome spellings and pronunciations in
